Unit #1 - Essential Question #1: What do you know about the life of Jesus Christ on Earth?  [Focused Theme/Topic: Divine Love; Holy Family] 

UNDERSTANDINGS: Learners will understand that…
Key Targets - 
· (U1) 1.1.1.6 – Jesus shows a brotherly love to all people. (CCC#381; 469; 533; 788) [Circle of Grace]
· (U2) 1.3.7.1 – Jesus taught people how to love God by expressing gratitude to his Father and by being kind to others. (CCC#561; 1937; 2052; 2134; 2196; 2637-38)

KNOWLEDGE/ SKILLS: Learners will know that/be skilled at…
