UNIT #1 Big Idea – Who is Jesus Christ? [6/15/18]

Unit #1 - Essential Question #1: What do you know about the life of Jesus Christ on earth? [Focused Theme/Topic: Divine Love; Paschal Mystery] 

UNDERSTANDINGS: Learners will understand that…
Key Targets – 
· (U1) 6.3.1.3 – When one lives and serves others as Jesus did, one acknowledges that every person is created and loved by God. (CCC#1700; 1702-03; 1711; 2258; 2319) 
· (U2) 6.3.1.2 – Love is the guiding principle of the gospel message. (CCC#457-59; 544-45; 561; 609) 
· (U3) 6.1.1.4 – Jesus saved people from the power of sin and death so that they might live forever with God. (CCC#420; 460) 

KNOWLEDGE/ SKILLS: Learners will know that/be skilled at…
Key Targets - 
· (K1) 6.2.1.1 – The Paschal Mystery is the name given to God’s plan of saving humanity in Christ Jesus. (CCC#1111; 1373)
Supporting Targets - 
· (K2) 6.1.1.2 – The title Messiah, or Christ, means Anointed One. Many Jews were awaiting a promised Messiah who would be their savior. Jesus is the fulfillment of this promise. (CCC#436; 439; 452-53)    

Unit #1 - Essential Question #2: What does Jesus Christ teach you about God?	[Focused Theme/ Topics: Creation, Holy Trinity]

UNDERSTANDINGS: Learners will understand that…
Key Targets -

· [bookmark: _GoBack](U2) 6.5.2.2 – In the Creation narratives found in Genesis, God gave people the responsibility to care for the earth. The exercise of this authority is called stewardship. (CCC# 2401-2402)
· (U3) 6.1.3.1 – The one God is a Trinity of Three Divine Persons in one substance, in which the Son is eternally begotten of the Father and the Spirit proceeds from the Father and the Son. (CCC#228; 234; 240; 254; 261; 267)

Key Targets - 
· (S1) - making the Sign of the Cross and explaining how this “sign” connects to the Holy Trinity.
· (S2) - reciting the “Glory Be to the Father” and explaining its connections to the Holy Trinity.
