Unit #1 - Essential Question #1: What do you know about the life of Jesus Christ on earth? [Focused Theme/Topic: Divine Love; Paschal Mystery] 

UNDERSTANDINGS: Learners will understand that…
Key Targets - 
· (U1) 5.3.1.3 – Jesus teaches that service and love to others is service and love to him. (CCC#1970); [Circle of Grace]
· (U2) 5.3.7.8 - People are called to love in morally appropriate and genuine ways. (CCC#2055; 2196); [Circle of Grace]
· (U3) 5.1.1.1 – Jesus is one person with two natures: the eternal Word of God who becomes incarnate in the person of Jesus. (CCC#479; 481; 483)

· (K2) 5.1.1.5 – To confess or invoke Jesus as Lord is to believe in his divinity.(CCC#449; 455)    

Unit #1 - Essential Question #2: What does Jesus Christ teach you about God?	[Focused Theme/ Topics: Creation, Holy Trinity]

UNDERSTANDINGS: Learners will understand that…
Key Targets - 
· (U1) 5.1.2.2 – God speaks to people through creation, which can never be fully understood. (CCC#32; 47; 230; 299; 319)
· (U2) 5.1.2.1 – God continues to exercise his creative power even today. (CCC#301) [Circle of Grace]
· (U3) 5.3.1.2 – During his ministry Jesus taught people to believe in the true God, to hope in him, and to love him with one's whole heart. (CCC#2134) [Circle of Grace]
· (U4) 5.1.3.2 – The one true God is a Trinity of Persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. This great mystery was revealed by Jesus Christ in his words, ministry, and Paschal Mystery. (CCC#228; 234; 240; 261; 267)

Key Targets - 
· (S1) - making the Sign of the Cross and explaining how this “sign” connects to the Holy Trinity.
· (S2) - reciting the “Glory Be to the Father” and explaining its connections to the Holy Trinity.
